Warnings to Installers

. Proper installation of this product requires the installer to have a good understanding of automotive electronics, systems and procedures.

. Whelen Engineering requires the use of waterproof butt splices and/or connectors if that connector could be exposed to moisture.

. Any holes, either created or utilized by this product, should be made both air- and watertight using a sealant recommended by your vehicle
manufacturer.

. Failure to use specified installation parts and/or hardware will void the product warranty.

. If mounting this product requires drilling holes, the installer MUST be sure that no vehicle components or other vital parts could be damaged

Installation:

1. Position the lighthead in its approximate mounting
location to make sure that the lighthead will not interfere
with any existing equipment. Also be aware of any and
all items on the opposite side of the mounting surface to
prevent any possible damage to existing components.
A 1% inch minimum mounting depth is required.

2. Remove the lighthead. Measure and mark off onto the
mounting surface, the mounting holes and cut-out as
shown.

3. Using an appropriately sized drill bit for a #6 sheet
metal screw, drill the 4 pilot holes.

4. Cut out and remove the area indicated in the mounting
diagram.

5. Route the cable(s) towards the LED power supply
(Cables and power supply are customer supplied).

6. Plug the lighthead into the cable and the cable into the
LED power supply. Test the operation of the lighthead
before securing it to the vehicle.

7. Secure the assembly onto the mounting surface with
the supplied sheet metal screws.
