2) Position the bar with brackets attached and mark
hole centers. Center punch or drill pilot holes for a
1/4" sheet metal screw (customer supplied).

3) Place a locking washer over the screw and
securely fasten the brackets to the mounting
surface. The screws and holes should be caulked
with a silicone based material to prevent leakage.

4) Make electrical connections.
