Mounting: 
1. Using the dimensions below, mark off and drill the 1” wire hole and four 1/4”

mounting holes into the mounting surface. Make sure the lighthead will not
interfere with any existing equipment or items on the opposite side of the
mounting surface.

2. Using a 1/4” drill bit, drill the four mounting holes and install the four supplied
fastex screw grommets into the holes. Install a grommet (customer supplied)
into the 1” wire hole to protect the wires.

3. Using appropriately sized wires (minimum wire size / 18 AWG), extend the
wires to their connections (See “Wire Designations”). Fuse the +12VDC
connections at 3 Amps and test the lighthead before securing it to the vehicle.

4. Position the lighthead components onto the mounting surface and secure to
the vehicle using four supplied sheet metal screws.
